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Chapter Receives $500 Grant to Plant Wildflowers 

The St. Lucie Chapter of the Florida Master Naturalist Program is the recipient of 

a 2013 La Florida, Land of Flowers, Community Grant funded by Florida's state 

wildflower license plate. 

Funds from the grant will be used to purchase $500 of native wildflower seed 

which will be planted in the perimeter of the field adjacent to State Road 70 and 

Midway Road at the St. Lucie County Fairgrounds.  A site near the entrance will 

also be planted with wildflowers.   

The goals of the planting project are to build awareness and knowledge of native wildflowers and plants and their roles 

in Florida’s ecosystems.  The wildflowers will benefit native pollinators which will enhance pollination of nearby citrus 

groves and reduce the need for mowing.  Reduced mowing equates to reduced maintenance which saves energy and 

manpower.

FISP and CISMAs:  Working Together to Reduce the Impact of Invasive Exotic Species 

Florida has some of the most unique landscapes 

in the world with a variety of climates from sub-

tropical to temperate.  These variations create a 

perfect environment for non-native invasive 

species.  Public and private land managers in 

Florida agree that invasive non-native species are 

a statewide problem with high ecological and 

economic costs.  The Florida Invasive Species 

Partnership (FISP) is a collaboration of federal, 

state and local agencies along with non-

government organizations, all with a stake in 

managing invasive non-native species in Florida. 

Because species can spread beyond fence lines, 

our goal is to connect private landowners and 

public land managers with invasive species 

expertise and assistance programs across 

boundaries.  All stakeholders, both public and 

private, can benefit from collaborative efforts to 

reduce the threat.  FISP increases communication, 

coordination and the sharing of resources to 

protect Florida's natural landscape. 

FISP is recognized in part for the facilitation of 

Cooperative Invasive Species Management Areas (CISMAs.)  CISMAs are an alliance of stake holders addressing invasive 

species management in geographic regions within Florida.  Since the creation of FISP in 2005, CISMAs have been created 

all over the state.  Every county in Florida is at least partially covered by a CISMA.  Florida currently has 17 CISMAs.  

CISMAs are working in Florida to: 

 Expand efforts across the landscape, rather than stopping at political or property boundaries. 

 Form a partnership of federal, state, and local government agencies, tribes, individuals and various interested 

groups that manage non-native invasive species. 

 Address the following concerns:  Prevention, Education/Awareness, Early Detection & Rapid Response (EDRR); 

Monitoring, and Integrated Pest Management.  

FISP hosts a monthly Florida CISMA call/webinar every fourth Wednesday of the month (except November and 

December due to holiday conflicts,) from 1:30-2:30 pm EST.  Everyone is welcome to participate.  For more information
